Featured is the best work by a group of photographers who helped shape
the public image of Sinatra: Ted Allan, Bob Willoughby, Ed Thrasher, Sid Avery, and Bernie
Abramson. Photographs by these men form the nucleus of the images gathered in this book, which

are accompanied by illuminating commentary on Sinatra by the people who knew him best.
